Key Issue—Workshop with  Cadets 

On the first breakout session, Capt. André LeGoubin FNI, Former President of the Nautical Institute, discussed the 
gender equality situation onboard ships and the differences in cultural diversity found on the academy and onboard 
ships. Capt. LeGoubin also tackled “Job Security Amidst the Rise of Maritime Autonomous Surface Shipping 
(MASS),” assuring that autonomous shipping is not a threat to the job security of future seafarers.

The second breakout session involved Mr. Walter Vervloese FNI, Senior Vice President of the Nautical Institute, 
and Mr. Shekkappan Kannan MNI, who discussed “Leadership through the eyes of young cadets,” highlighting key 
leadership traits and the importance of being tech-savvy in this digital age.
